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Overview: The purpose of the School Library Media Administration program is to provide both pre and in-service teachers
with the courses necessary to meet the requirements for endorsement as a school library media specialist/teacher in
the state of Utah. It is assumed that the individual seeking teacher endorsement in library media holds, or is working
toward, licensure as a classroom teacher. Students enrolled in the teacher education program at either the elementary
or secondary education level at Utah State University may elect the program as an undergraduate minor.

Program: The program requires a minimum of seven semesters to complete a program of study of at least 37 credits. In
addition to completing the listed coursework and culminating experience, students are required to complete a
portfolio to submit to their chairperson by the end of their final semester.
